RULES AND CURRENT IJF RULES:

Current IJF contest rules will be used with the following modifications: CARE System will not be in effect and three referees will be used as a modification. The mat size will be 8 x 8 meters. The safety zone and out of bounds area adjoining other contest areas will be 3 meters. The safety zone and out of bounds area that is on the outside and not adjoined with a contest area will be 3 meters.  
Kohaku Shiai style of competition.  Winner will stay up to compete against the next player.  Match time will be 4 min with unlimited Golden Score.  Two rounds of matches; the first round will be a random draw.  Second round will be lightest to heaviest.
Full IJF rules with regard to Shime waza and Kansetsu waza; judo gi must be regulation size and fit

Promotion points awarded based on how the match is won (waza ari or ippon) and the opponents’ rank

Batsugan - Group 1 - Two promotion points won consecutively, without a loss


 - Group 2-  Three promotion points won consecutively, without a loss


  - Group 3 - Four promotion points won consecutively, without a loss
Competition Divisions:  Separate Male and Female Groups.  Divisions designated by rank:


Group 1 - Yon kyu and San kyu



Group 2 - Ni kyu and Ik kyu



Group 3 - All Dan Grades

Note for weight discrepancies:  all judoka must weigh in; weights will be made public.  In the case of any weight difference of more than 25% of the lighter judoka, the lighter player will have the option to not compete.
